About the author
Born and raised in Detroit, Steve

Hamilton graduated from the University of
Michigan where he won the prestigious
Hopwood Award for fiction. In 2006, he
won the Michigan Author Award for his
outstanding body of work. His novels have won numerous
awards and media acclaim beginning with the very first in
the Alex McKnight series, A Cold Day in Paradise,which
won the Private Eye Writers of America/St. Martin's Press
Award for Best First Mystery by an Unpublished Writer.
Once published, it went on to win the MWA Edgar and the
PWA Shamus Awards for Best First Novel, and was short-
listed for the Anthony and Barry Awards. Hamilton currently
works for IBM in upstate New York where he lives with his
wife Julia and their two children.

Book synopsis
The bullet has been lodged next to Alex
McKnight’s heart for fourteen years
now, the police officer who was his part-
ner is fourteen years dead, and the bor-
derline psycho named Rose, who shot
them both, has been shut up in the state
penitentiary since he was caught a year
later. So how is it that in a small town
named Paradise, on the shore of Lake

Superior on Michigan’s Northern Peninsula, the man named
Rose seems to be stalking Alex McKnight? There is no doubt
that Rose is still in prison, but McKnight, returning to his
cabin in the woods late one night, finds a rose – the killer’s
calling card – in the snow at his doorstep. He’d been called
out earlier by a wealthy acquaintance, who had gone to a local
motel to pay off a bookmaker and found him murdered. The
bookmaker’s murder is only the first of what becomes a series
of killings and all the while, there are constant reminders that,
impossible as it seems, Rose is nearby– his namesake flower
at McKnight’s door, his ghostly phone calls, his insane letters
detailing things done and words said that only McKnight and
the killer could know. It’s a double mystery that plagues Alex
McKnight – how could Rose be in Paradise, and what is he
planning to do to Alex?

As a young man Jacob
Jankowski was tossed by fate onto a rickety train that was
home to the Benzini Brothers Most Spectacular Show on
Earth. It was the early part of the Great Depression and
for Jacob, who is now 90, the circus world he remembers
was both his salvation and a living hell.. 

According to the New York Times, “[w]ith a show-
man’s expert timing, [Gruen] saves a terrific revelation
for the final pages, transforming a glimpse of Americana
into an enchanting escapist fairytale.” The book hit No. 1
on the New York Times Bestsellers List.

For theOct. 14meeting, the group has chosen The

Welsh Girl by Peter Ho Davies. It carefully examines
two great themes, dislocation and cowardice, through
the stories of a WWII POW camp built by the British
in the remote mountains of northern Wales and
Esther, the 17-year-old Welsh girl at the heart of the
story. 

According to the New York Times, “Davies’
achievement is significant: like good social history,
The Welsh Girl invites us to question history’s mas-
ter narratives, which have a way of wiping out the

contradictions and complications of real life.”

Readers can access the service
via the BookNews link from the
home page of www.shpl.net, and
select the newsletters they wish to
read. They can also elect to receive
the monthly newsletters via e-mail on
the 15th of each month.

Readers can select electronic
newsletters based on genres, includ-
ing new fiction, new nonfiction, mys-
tery, classics, business books, home
and garden books, and science fiction
books.

Dear Reader offers daily e -mail book chapters
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Soon after achieving statehood
in 1837, the Michigan state legisla-
ture passed the Internal
Improvement Act, providing for the
construction of 3 railroads and 2
canals to open the interior of the
state and provide for the convenient
movement of people and material
goods. One of these projects was the
Clinton-Kalamazoo Canal. The
canal was to traverse 216 miles
across the southern tier of Michigan
beginning at the Clinton River near
the village of Frederick, just west of
Mt. Clemens. Frederick has since
disappeared. The western terminus
was to have been at Singapore at the
mouth of the Kalamazoo River. The
project was inaugurated with much
fanfare on July 20, 1838, with the
governor performing the ground-
breaking. 

This work proceeded slowly
through dense forests and swamps
and the difficult con-
struction of locks. The
terrain from Mt.
Clemens to Pontiac
included an elevation of
200 feet, necessitating
approximately 25 locks,
built as required by the
changes in elevation.
Locks and dams were
built of stone and heavy
timbers to prevent ero-
sion back into the canal.
Most of the earth removed from the
canal bed was placed alongside, to
be used as a towpath for the horses
which would haul the flat-bottomed
barges used to carry goods and pas-
sengers. Construction proceeded as
far as Rochester by 1842 when it

was halted. The principal reason for
this was financial. Eventually, the
state officially cancelled the canal
project. 

Historical records relate that
only two boats ever operated on the
canal.  For a short time, a single
small boat transported freight from

Utica to Frederick. Less
than $100 in tolls was
ever collected from this
operation. Legend also
depicts that a flat-bot-
tomed, horse-drawn barge
was built in 1844 by a
Rochester carpenter
named Asa Brown for an
excursion. It was reported
to have been abandoned
during its maiden voyage
in the first lock it came to

because it was too wide to navigate
the lock and got stuck. 

Despite the passage of more
than 150 years, we can still find
traces of the canal. It started at what
is now the foot of Canal Road in
Clinton Township, where a park has

been established to commemorate it.
No evidence of the canal remains
within the city limits of Sterling
Heights, but it is clearly evident
along Canal Road east of Hayes. As
you drive through Sterling Heights,
you may notice two colorful signs
marking the historic Clinton-
Kalamazoo Canal, which have been
placed through the efforts of the
Sterling Heights Historical
Commission. The signs are located
near the northwest corner of
Schoenherr and Canal, and near
Canal and Clinton River Roads.

The canal was clearly a victim
of the times and circumstances.
Fresh off the success of the Erie
Canal, a canal across the Lower
Peninsula appeared to be a natural
success. Instead, financial problems
and the coincidental development of
the railroads served to undermine
the project almost before it began.
Time and progress have reduced it
to little more than a footnote in the
history books of the state of
Michigan.
